Omnia, Latin for “all,” is a wine that attempts to
encompass the full diversity of the Chateauneuf-du-
Pape appellation, both in its terroir and vinification.
Fruit comes from vineyards in all 5 of the Chateauneuf
communes (Chateauneuf-du-Pape, Courthézon,
Sorgues, Bédarrides and Orange) and aged in foudre,
cement and 500 liter barrels.
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Chateauneuf-du-Fapes are a new
paradigm for this storied southern

Rhéne appellation.

The 2016 in particular is just sublime,
with a beguiling mouthfeel to its notes
of cherry purée, steeped plum and
warmed raspberry couhs all melded
with rooibos tea, bergamot. incense
and jasmine. It's large-scaled yet
mawves with incredible grace,

So next time someone tells you they
don't dnink Chateauneuf-du-Pape
anymaore, just smile, Because that
means more Saouma for the rest of
US..
